(Sutherland/Ludwig) Motion to approve agenda with addition of Rob McCain & Lt. Bishop Logan. Unanimously approved 
(Ludwig/Sutherland) Motion to approve minutes from September 20, 2022. Unanimously approved
(Ludwig/Sutherland) Motion to approve bill package for a total of $14,232.17. Unanimously approved – roll call vote.
Guests:   Rob McCain – In attendance because a citizen was going to attend regarding a citation. He did summarize the happenings regarding the property at 140 N. Main St.. Discussion followed. Rob also explained that he only investigates properties when there is a formal complaint/concern brought to the attention of the council.
Ordinance/Zoning:  

1) Several property owners have resolved or are in the process of resolving ordinance violations after receiving notice. Properties include 221 S. Main St., 365 S. Main St., 307 E. Maple St. 
2) Discussion followed regarding 329 W. Maple St. as it appears to be occupied again.

3) A concern regarding a property on Prairie Dr. was also discussed.

Public Safety/Fire:

1) Guest: Lt. Bishop Logan – he is replacing Capt. Amy Price upon her retirement. He grew up in Athens and has 19+ years of experience. He will be our liaison for the Sheriff’s Department. Reviewed how the request hours for the village are posted and filled. Currently the department has 51 open positions or of 225. He asked the council what their goals they want accomplished with this effort. The board stated that the goal was to make the village safer which includes slowing down traffic by enforcing speed limits and a visual police presence.
2) Nick followed with a summary of his experiences as he attend the Citizens’ Academy. He has been on a walk-along at the jail, a ride along with a deputy and will be working in the dispatch enter as well as participating in a virtual enforcement experience. This opportunity has been humbling and made him thankful for the insight it has given to him regarding public safety officers and the jobs they do for the community.
